Pass Christian Parks
Rules and Requlations

It is prohibited to:

e To possess or consume any alcoholic beverages within any park. (Exceptions
are allowed for special events that have the proper permits.)

e Be under the influence of intoxicating liquor or a controlled dangerous substance
in a park or recreation area.

e To mar, deface or displace or remove and buildings, tables or benches or park
equipment.

e To move tables or benches without replacing them after the event.

e Toremove or damage any plants or trees, dig in or otherwise disturb grass
areas, or in any way injure the natural beauty of any park.

e To leave any refuse or trash without placing it in the receptacles provided.
(Where receptacles are not provided, citizens must carry away all such rubbish.)

e To walk a domestic animal without a leash. Further, the owner or person with the
domestic animal must be responsible for removing any animal solid waste.

e To park any vehicle except in designated parking areas.

e To drive any vehicle on any area except the paved park roads or parking areas
or such areas as may on occasion be specifically designed for such temporary
use.

e Park a vehicle anywhere except in a designated parking area.

To ride a bicycle, skateboard or other such devices in a reckless manner.

e To roller skate or use skateboards except in those areas specifically designed for
such activity.

e To bring into or have in your possession any firearm or weapon, loaded or with
blank cartridges.

e To possess or set off any fireworks.

e To post, paint, affix or place any bill, billboard, placard, handbill or advertisement.
Offer for sale any article within a park or recreation area without a permit.

e To kindle, build or use a fire except in places provided for such purposes.

e To camp or stay overnight anywhere except designated for camping or staying
overnight in vehicles or trailers.

e Engage in threatening, abusive, insulting or indecent language or in disorderly
conduct or behavior that breaches the public peace.

e Climb any tree, stand or sit upon monuments, vases, planters, fountains, railings,
fences or upon any other property not designed or customarily used for such purpose

e Bring any glass containers into any park or recreation area.
