At this point the Mayor and Board of Aldermen conducted a public hearing regarding the CDBG Harbor Expansion project.  Approximately, forty citizens were in attendance. The Mayor and the City Attorney provided information to the citizens regarding amount of funds available statewide for proposed Katrina activities; the type of eligible activities that may be undertaken; the amount of individual KCDBG grant funds available for this project; the general purposes for which the KCDBG funds may be used; and the availability of the records of other prior KDBG projects at City Hall.  The citizens were also informed that if the project was funded, a local task force comprised of local citizens may be established in the project neighborhood with the members to be selected by the Mayor and Board of Aldermen.  The City advised that it will conduct one meeting during the life of the project and a second public hearing would be held later to review project performance and the hearing would be accessible to the handicapped.  The citizens were further informed that the City would receive written comments for a period of ten days regarding the proposed use of the funds and the area targeted for assistance. Both citizens’ verbal and written comments would be considered.  Two citizens asked questions regarding the project and the Mayor and City Attorney responded.
